In 2004 the University Library of Utrecht purchased a number of microfilms from a grant from the board of the UU Medieval Studies Prestige Masters. They had been selected according to the importance of texts, whether in Irish and Hiberno-Latin, for the study of medieval Irish literature. In most cases these manuscripts contained texts which had not yet been edited. They supplemented the printed facsimiles of medieval Irish manuscripts, of which most were part of the collection of A. G. van Hamel, who was the first professor of Celtic Studies in the Netherlands from 1923 until his death in 1945.
In the days before mass digitisation, microfilms and facsimiles provided the only way to consult manuscripts in other libraries without having to travel there in person. To give students access to the microfilms, to the facsimiles and to relevant digitised manuscripts such as those available on Irish Scripts on Screen (ISOS), a list was compiled by Bart Jaski and Sven Meeder, and a webpage was put online, again from a grant from the board of the UU Medieval Studies Prestige Masters, on 5-8-2005. It was given the semi-acronym Immurgu (Insular Medieval Manuscripts Reproduction Guide University of Utrecht). The website received a major update in 2010 by Karianne Lemmen and Jan de Boer updated the list in 2015. Newly acquired microfilms were included as well. All of the microfilms were entered in the online catalogue of the University Library of Utrecht, now WorldCat (search in https://utrechtuniversity.on.worldcat.org/discovery for microfilm AND immurgu). By this time, the microfilms and facsimiles had been transferred to the University Library Uithof, where they can be consulted in 1.23 (microfilms) and 6.25 (facsimiles). 

This updated list was compiled to be incorporated in the Digital Repository of the University Library of Utrecht, to be linked to the lemma ‘Microfilms en facsimile’s van insulaire handschriften’ (link). The term ‘insular’ is here used in its broadest sense, also including Hiberno-Latin and Welsh manuscripts in non-insular script. After 2005 many insular manuscripts were digitised, so that only a few remain of those included in the microfilm collection that have not yet been digitised. Nevertheless, for consulting these manuscripts the microfilms or facsimiles can still be useful because they were reproduced in greyscale, so that the letters may be better readable than from digitised images. The microfilm scanner also allows you to scan the microfilm and print the images, which makes it easier to make a first transcription.
Below two short lists are given, the first of the 6 photocopies and 18 microfilms, the second of the 21 facsimiles. After these overviews, there follows a detailed list of the microfilms and photocopies. When a manuscript has been digitised, this has been noted with a link. They are ordered according to call number, but the cataloguing order is erratic, and microfilms that clearly belong together have not been given adjoining numbers.
